Community Facility Enhancement Program (CFEP) aims to foster healthy, vibrant communities across Alberta. CFEP responds to local facility
enhancement needs and works in partnership with eligible nonprofit organizations to assist communities with acquisition, construction, upgrade,

or redevelopment of public-use community facilities.
CFEP outcomes are to:

e  Enhance the lifespan and support the creation of public-use community facilities; and

e  Stimulate economic activity in communities across the province.

In order to better address the specific needs of community-based organizations, two distinct funding streams within CFEP have been created:

e CFEP Small Funding Stream
e  CFEP Large Funding Stream

Eligible organizations:

Eligible organizations include groups that are registered under:

e Agriculture Societies Act

e Canada Not-for-Profit Corporations Act

e Cemeteries Act or Cemetery Companies Act

o First Nations and Métis Settlements

e Foundations established and regulated under the Regional Health
Authorities Act

e Income Tax Act of Canada and operating in the Province of Alberta
(charities)

e Libraries Act

e Part 9 of the Companies Act (nonprofit)

e Part 21 of the Business Corporations Act — Extra-Provincial Corporations

e Societies Act

e Special Act of the Parliament of Canada

e Special Act of the Alberta Legislature

Universities, colleges and institutes as defined under the Post-secondary

Learning Act

*Municipalities are not eligible to apply to CFEP.

Eligible projects:

CFEP funding provides financial assistance to acquire, build, purchase,
repair, renovate, upgrade or expand sports, recreational, cultural or other
related public-use community facilities. A CFEP application is limited to one
facility, not multiple facilities.

Ineligible projects:

- Debt reduction; and/or

- Core/essential municipal facilities, facilities that receive provincial/federal
capital support and school facilities and post secondary institutions.

Matching funds requirement:

CFEP funding is approved on a matching basis. This means that the
applicant must contribute an amount equal to or exceeding the
actual CFEP grant. The matching funding may be in the form of cash
or donated labour, equipment or materials, all of which must be
specifically related to the project. Total Government of Alberta
funding, including CFEP, cannot exceed 50% of the total project cost.

Eligible costs:

CFEP funding provides financial assistance to build, purchase, repair,
renovate, upgrade or otherwise improve sports, recreational,
cultural or other related community facilities. Eligible organizations
may apply for funding to carry out major renovations and repairs to
the facility’s structural, electrical or mechanical systems, modernize
a facility to improve its operational efficiency or enhance
programming, or expand a facility to increase public use or develop
a new facility to meet the changing needs and expectations of the
community.
